Face Covering Requilire
From the Archdiocese Dec

Face coverings are legally required at indoor gatherings,
including in churches, per statewide directive. All who are 5
years and up must wear face coverings in church in Phases 1
and 2 of reopening (ages 2-4 are urged to wear them). Those
are excepted who perform activity that makes wearing a face
covering “not feasible,” like the presider (throughout Mass)
and the lector (while reading). Singers and musicians are not
excepted (they must wear face coverings even while
singing). Exceptions are made for people with disabilities or
diagnosed medical conditions that preclude them from
wearing face coverings. In these few cases, special
accommodations should be made so those unable to wear
face coverings have seating in a cry room or choir loft away
from the rest gathered. Wearing a face covering at church is
not optional. Churchgoers cannot be allowed entrance
without a face covering. The pastor and door monitor must
strictly enforce this requirement. By archdiocesan
requirement, face coverings must still be used by ministers
when distributing Holy Communion. A presider (to the
extent possible) may wear a face covering during Mass.
Masses should normally be conducted in the church. The
offering of Masses should take place in strict accord with the
directives and numbers allowed by the State.

1 In general, it is required that people wear a mask or face
covering, with or without a face shield, whenever they
are within six (6) feet of people who do not live in the
same household.

T It is not recommended that individuals wear a face shield
instead of a mask or face covering. Face shields can be
very good at blocking droplets that individuals release,
but they are not as effective at limiting the release of
aerosols that can go around the shield.
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Just a reminder that Relationship Recovery will not be
meeting until our current health crisis is over. We wish all
of you a healthy and happy Thanksgiving. Stay safe!
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
